The Joint Budget Oversight Committee or its successor shall be
empowered to review all transfers submitted to the Legislative Budget and Finance Officer and
may direct said Legislative Budget and Finance Officer to approve or disapprove any transfer.

Notwithstanding any other provisions of law, the Commissioner of Transportation, upon approval of
the Director of the Division of Budget and Accounting, may transfer funds made available from
the New Jersey Transportation Trust Fund Authority for public transportation projects under the
program headings “New Jersey Transit Corporation” to the line–item under that same program
heading entitled “Federal Transit Administration Projects” for any federally funded public
transportation project shown in this act or any previous appropriation acts until such time as
federal funds become available for the projects.  Subject to the receipt of federal funds, the
Transportation Trust Fund shall be reimbursed for all the monies that were transferred to advance
Federal Transit Administration projects.  Any transfer of funds which returns funds from the
line–item “Federal Transit Administration Projects” to the account of origin shall be deemed
approved.
