Notwithstanding the provisions of any law or regulation to the contrary, the Commissioner of Health and
Senior Services shall devise, at the commissioner’s discretion, rules or guidelines that allocate reductions in
health service grants to the extent possible toward administration, and not client services.

Any change in program eligibility criteria and increases in the types of services or rates paid for services to
or on behalf of clients for all programs under the purview of the Department of Health and Senior Services,
not mandated by federal law, shall first be approved by the Director of theDivision of Budget andAccounting.

Notwithstanding the provisions of any law or regulation to the contrary, fees, fines, penalties and assessments
owed to the Department of Health and Senior Services shall be offset against payments due and owing from
other appropriated funds.

In addition to the amount hereinabove, receipts from the federal Medicaid (Title XIX) program for health
services--related programs throughout the Department of Health and Senior Services are appropriated, subject
to the approval of the Director of the Division of Budget and Accounting.

Language ---- Grants--In--Aid -- General Fund
In order to permit flexibility in implementing the ElderCare Initiatives within the Medical Services for the
Aged program classification, amounts may be transferred between Direct State Services and Grants--In--Aid
accounts, subject to the approval of the Director of the Division of Budget and Accounting. Notice thereof
shall be provided to the Legislative Budget and Finance Officer on the effective date of the approved transfer.

In order to permit flexibility in implementing the ElderCare Advisory Commission Initiatives within the
Programs for the Aged program classification, amounts may be transferred between Direct State Services and
Grants--In--Aid accounts, subject to the approval of the Director of the Division of Budget and Accounting.
Notice thereof shall be provided to the Legislative Budget and Finance Officer on the effective date of the
approved transfer.
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
